Stage Presence for Just In Time

Measure 10:  was running low----on WAS RUNNING begin raising both arms to waist high, palms facing each other    —on LOW, palms face down spread to both sides and heading down to sides on the three beats

Measure 15:  dice were tossed----on the word DICE clutch fist to chest with right arm, toss toward audience on TOSSED 

Measure 16
on BRIDGES reemphasize with body press out

Measure 17
on the word ALL, step right, CROSSED tap left, repeat in opposite direction while holding the note and into no – WHERE  complete the steps and STOP on the word GO at the same time bring arms up to waist level, PALMS UP do the spread and lean to your outside for the three beats

SNAP RECOVERY with Restated Posture on  NOW you’re here (as we did in the Railroad song.  No planned moves until:

SECOND NOW YOU’RE HERE

Measure 37 On NOW, split move slight lean up and out toward audience

Measure 41 On DOUBT, slash move (like a dismissal) with outside hand

Snap recovery on the (Measure 43) REST before the word WAY

Measure 51 On MAN all lean right, right hand raised to chest level , left arm raised to waist level, palm facing down

Recovery on the rest before LUCKY 

Measure 53 when you sing the word YOU, point toward the director with right index finger  

Reemphasize the point move on the second JUST Snap recover on TIME

On , the last JUST IN TIME (basses are holding TIME but they move with the chorus) slight lean forward on JUST, slight lean back on IN, then on the last chord TIME, SPLIT MOVE inside hand palm down, outside hand thumb up, palm slightly tilted up and out toward audience. BIG SPREAD MOVE.
